Dear friend, 

Our shelter is more than a building—it’s a community. We are 20 talented and dedicated 
volunteers, 3 full-time staff, 50 intermittently involved volunteers, over 200 generous donors, 
supportive neighbors, and a dozen local partner institutions. Together, we provide support, 
guidance, and care for migrants navigating difficult journeys. We do meet needs as they arise, 
shifting and strengthening what we do. 
 

 

Helping Migrants 

Our primary focus is offering housing, food, and assistance to those in transit. Right now, six 
people from three countries are in our shelter, but we will be ready if demand swells. Each 
person’s history—with present challenges like legal paperwork, transportation, or 
displacement—teaches us something new. We will welcome more deportees, international 
migrants wishing to stay in Mexico, and Mexicans forced from their homes. On a case-by-case 
basis, we have helped migrants without resources to return to their countries. Every success, 
no matter how small, strengthens our community. 
 



 

Sharing Information 

Providing clear, practical guidance is a cornerstone of our work. Volunteers have developed 
step-by-step procedures for families in Michoacán with detained or at-risk relatives in the US 
at risk of detention. You can see them at ¿Tienes Familiares o Amigos en los Estados 
Unidos? These materials are distributed digitally and in print, throughout Morelia and 
Michoacan, and through Casa Michoacán DuPage in Chicago. We’ve also created a three-fold 
flyer for Michoacanos traveling south, detailing our shelter services in Morelia and support 
from the Secretaría del Migrante.

We continuously learn and share knowledge through expert-led training, resource sharing, 
and round-table meetings at our shelter. These gatherings bring together government 
representatives, NGOs, and community members, keeping everyone informed and 
connected. 
 

Fundraising and Volunteers 

Our cash budget is modest, transparent, and audited. In-kind donations and volunteer efforts 
keep the shelter running. Volunteers handle communications, organize contributions, and 
coordinate daily operations. Though demanding, this work is deeply rewarding, because every 
bit of help makes a real difference. 

Together, our growing community continues to support migrants with compassion, care, and 
practical action—turning challenges into hope. 
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
